3. On this page, click on the link in the middle called "Deutschkurse” then on "Prifungstermine.”

a. Deutschkurse:
& When are some of the 2- and 4-week courses offered?
o How much does the course cost with and without accommodations {Unterkunft)?
o What is the German term for "exam preparation for the test for German as a foreign language?"

b. Prafungstermine:
o When are there available language exams for A1 or A27?
o What is the date by which you have to register for them?
o How much does the exam take if you are a course participant and if you are not?

4. Under "Unterkunft,” explore what kinds of accommaodations are available in the city you selected. What amenities are included
in the cost? How much is the deposit - Kaution - that you have to pay?

5. Back at the city website, you can watch a video about studying German in your selected city. What did the people in the video
say about why they are studying German? What did they like about studying in Germany? What were some of the activities
they participated in?
